Now if I do what I do 

not want, I agree with the law, that it is good. So now it is no longer I who do it, but sin that 

dwells within me. For I know that nothing good dwells in me, that is, in my flesh. For I have the 

desire to do what is right, but not the ability to carry it out. For I do not do the good I want, but 

the evil I do not want is what I keep on doing. Now if I do what I do not want, it is no longer I 

who do it, but sin that dwells within me. 

 

So I find it to be a law that when I want to do right, evil lies close at hand. For I delight in the 

law of God, in my inner being, but I see in my members another law waging war against the law 

of my mind and making me captive to the law of sin that dwells in my members. Wretched man 

that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of death? Thanks be to God through Jesus Christ 

our Lord!

Nicene Creed (8:30am only) 
C I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth and of all things 

visible and invisible. And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten 

of His Father before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, very God of very God, 

begotten, not made, being of one substance with the Father, by whom all things were 

made; who for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven and was incarnate by 

the Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was made man; and was crucified also for us under 

Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried. And the third day He rose again according to 

the Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of the Father. And He 

will come again with glory to judge both the living and the dead, whose kingdom will have 

no end. And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the 

Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and glorified, 

who spoke by the prophets. And I believe in one holy Christian and apostolic Church, I 

acknowledge one Baptism for the remission of sins, and I look for the resurrection of the 

dead and the life T of the world to come.
